Materials

11x14 picture frame with mat for 8x10 photo
8x10 picture

Fabric

Scissors

Scrapbook tape runner

Instructions

Remove mat from frame and measure it

Cut fabric 2” longer and 2” wider than mat

Leaving enough room to wrap some fabric around the back, cut a rectangular hole into
the center of the fabric using the mat as a guide

Center mat on back side of fabric and wrap and glue the excess fabric to the back side of
the outside mat using the scrapbook tape runner

Make diagonal cuts from the center hole of the corners of the fabric to the inside corners
of mat

Wrap and glue the fabric to the back side of the mat

Replace the mat in the picture frame

Place the picture in the frame and close the frame
